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GRAM SABHA FOR SOCIAL AUDIT OF ICDS PROGRAMME IN RA  TAKHANDI
GRAM PANCHAYAT OF LOISINGHA BLOCK

BACKGROUND:

Integrated Child Development Schemig one of the major food security schemes withover
entitlements that the people have under this sch&ngre success of the schemes rests on the
meaningful involvement of the stakeholders righanir the planning stage to implementation,
monitoring and evaluation stage, other wise mangnost of the entitlements incorporated in the
schemes are vulnerable to distortions.

But this programme witnesses the in sincerity ef@overnment functionaries, lack of transparency
and accountability. Meaningful participatation dfet public is not ensured in the planning,
implementation, monitoring and evaluation process.

According to the 1991 Census, the children poputabelow the age 6 years in India constitutes
17.5 % of the total children population (150 mitfjoof whom a large number of children live in an
unhealthy economic and social environment like pyygoor environmental sanitation, disease,
infection, inadequate access to primary health, aag@propriate child caring and feeding practices
that impede both the psychical and mental developwiethe child.

In August 1974, Government of India with the proatdion of a NATIONAL POLICY ON
CHILDREN declared children as, “SUPREME IMPORTANTS8ET” which provides the required
framework for assigning priority to different need$ the child. Consequently, in 1975, the
programme of the Integrated Child Development $es/(ICDS) was launched seeking to provide
an integrated package of services in a convergaminer for the holistic development of the child.
This integrated delivery package namely ICDS inekudll the required aspects for development of a
child such as early childhood services so that thwergistic effect can be taken full advantage of
improvement of the nutritional and health statuswherable groups including pre-school children,
pregnant women and nursing mothers through proyidin package of services including
supplementary nutrition, pre-school education, imization, health check-up, referral services and
nutrition & health education. In addition, the Swkiee envisages effective convergence of inter-
sectoral services in the Anganwadi centres.

Who are the beneficiaries?:

Through the process of surveying the community idedtifying the families living below poverty
line, the target beneficiaries of the scheme fromoiag most vulnerable groups such as children up
to 6 years of age, pregnant women and nursing motbelonging to poorest of the families and
living in the disadvantaged areas including backiwaral areas, tribal areas and urban slums are
identified.

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Objectives:
The objectives of the scheme are:-

to improve the nutritional and health status of-grkool children in the age-group of 0-6
years;

to lay the foundation of proper psychological deypehent of the child;

to reduce the incidence of mortality, morbidity,Imdrition and school drop-out;

to achieve effective coordination of policy and lempentation amongst the various
departments to promote child development; and

to enhance the capability of the mother to lookrathe normal health and nutritional needs
of the child through proper nutrition and healtlueation.

Package of Services:
To achieve the above objectives, the ICDS aimsatiging a package of services, consisting of

Supplementary Nutrition;
Immunization;

Health Check-up;

Referral Services;

Non-formal Pre-school Education; and
Nutrition & Health Education.

The programme provides an integrated approach @mverging basic services through
community-based Anganwadi Workers and Helpers, @tjye community structures/women's
group -through the Anganwadi Centre, the healthesysand in the community. Besides this, the
AW is a meeting ground where women's/mother's gearpcome together, with other frontline
workers, to promote awareness and joint action d¢brld development and women's
empowerment.

Reach of ICDS:

With an initial start up in 33 blocks in India i®715-76, the ICDS Scheme has gone up to a reach
to 4200 operational ICDS Projects. The Cabinetdiss approved for operationalisation of 461
new ICDS blocks under World Bank assisted ICDS ahd ICDS - APER projects during the
next three years. In addition to this proposal dperationalisation of 390 ICDS Projects in a
phased manner during IX th Plan period under Gén@RaS scheme has been submitted to
CCEA for approval.

Expenditure on ICDS:

Parallel to the expansion of ICDS, the spending tbé Central Government on its
implementation has also withessed a significante@mse. As against the expenditure of only Rs.
1190.21 crores during 17 years,i.e. 1975-76 to 4¥9lthe expenditure during the five years of
the 8th Plan period was Rs. 2271.28 crores repiiageh91% increase in during just 5 years
period as compared to 17 years period. The expaeditf Rs.2271.28 crores during Vllith Plan
was against the approved Vllith Plan outlay of R83.74 crores for ICDS. During 1999-2000,
against the budgetary allocation of Rs.855.76 srosmn amount of approximately Rs. 772 crores
has been released upto Sept. 1999.
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NEED FOR SOCIAL AUDIT: In spite of the investment of thousand of croresipees made
by the Government on ICDS programme, the impdtast made is not justified. There is a huge
gap between the desired impact and the actual intpkes any one within the Government or
otherwise to think deeply about the failures. Arith®ikas Samiti a Peoples’ Organisation of
the poorest and marginalized working for assertibtheir rights and entitlements felt the need
for a social audit to streamline the ICDS progranforethe benefit of the larger community of
this backward region.

To make the system and administration accountaltieet people.
Enabling the community members understand about réhevance of Right to
Information.
Building of confidence of the community membersratse questions breaking the
culture of silence.
In order to bridge the gaps between service dsliveechanism, service providers
system and service recipients.
To capacitate people to play their role as realngbaactors in stead of mere
recipients of dispensed benefits.
In order to streamline the transparency and pudratiny system as a part of grass
root democracy at all levels.

PROCESS:
PREPARATORY MEETING OF PEOPLES’ ORGANISATION: On 20" May 2007
the Anchalik Vikas Samiti, Loisingha Block sat imeeeting and decided to conduct the
Social Audit of ICDS programme of Ratakhandi Graanéhayat. Accordingly, giving
honour to the Gram Panchayat rules, the membettseeddamiti requested the Sarapanch
to convene the Gram Sabha. But the Sarapanch tedhiber reluctant to convene the
Gram Sabha. However, she told to take consultaifdthe Panchayat Samiti Chairman.
The Anchalik Vikash Samiti members then proceedeth¢ P.S. Chairman, who in turn
refused in the same spirit replying not to be aatalble to the Public rather to the
Government officers. Then the Vikash Samiti Memh#rsose the alternative option for
the Gram Sabha.

The members of the people’s organization who ageptrt of the Gram Sabha, by using
peoples’ power demanded a Special Gram Sabha thrawgigned memorandum. This
was an example of alternative way of Gram Sabhaeashe Gram Panchayat rule when
Sarapanch refused to convene the Gram Sabha.

FORMATION OF SAMAJIK SAMIKSHYA MANCH(SOCIAL AUDIT F  ORUM):
With the prime objective to make people aware, iseas build confidence among the

people, analyze the information and situation, lifation of village level social audit
manch, coordinate the process, at the Gram Paatclewel a Social Audit Manch or
“SAMAJIK SAMIKSHA MANCH” was formed consisting oftte following members of
the Vikash Samiti.

Likewise, in 12 villages, village level SAMAJIK SAMSHYA MANCHS were formed
and capacitated with the same objective of the GPanchayat Level manch.

COLLECTION OF INFORMATION & APPLICATION OF RTI The
ANCHALIK VIKASH SAMITI  members requested the Anganwadi workers for the
required information of the ICDS programmes. Thotlggre is provision in the Section-
4 of the RTI to inspect all Public Authority OffiséPublic offices, due lack of knowledge
and awareness, the Anganwadi workers denied caomena giving the information.
Then the Vikash Samiti Members went to the CDPQLBh June 2007 and applied for
the required information under RTI. As a usual pcacof targeting the 30 days for
giving information since the date of applicatiohge tCDPO simply told to give the
information after 30 days. This was an indicatidmisusing the RTI Act and avoiding
streamlining the service delivery system.  Whihspecting the CDPO office, the
Vikash Samiti members had to face problem of degither due to lack of idea about the
RTI Act or it was intentional. Thereafter, the merswent to have the district level
information from the office of the District Socialelfare Officer (DSWO) based at
Balangir. Herself is the Public Information Officetho was found long absent from the
office due to her official works for which the Vigla Samiti members had to wait long till
her back. Since the name of the PIO is not displaye the board, it was difficult to
access quick to the P1O. However, after a longingitthe DSWO came back who was
not actually aware about the provision of the RTt.ASo the Samiti members tried
making the DSWO understand the Act and at last nvdiee was convinced, asked for a
list of information required to make all informatiaeady after consultation with the
Collector. The Samiti members met the Collector velppreciated the initiative of the
Anchalik Vikash Samiti which visualizes a good gmance system in the District.
Collector assured to be with the people for suctolale initiative and he instructed the
DSWO to supply all required information and at sagne time he also advised DWSO to
issue necessary instruction to the concerned CDPIyisingha to cooperate who was
reluctant to give the information. The membershe VIKASH SAMITI succeeded to
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get the District level information on T4June 2007 waiting from 11.June 2007. The

CDPO also then started process of preparing tleendtion because much information
was not in ready form. Here the essence of ingpeatnder RTI (Section- 4) lost its
validity and implication. Complete information wast available till the day before of the
Gram Sabha which was a limitation for the furthergess.

SORTING & FILING OF INFORMATION: The next step was sorting of village wise
files after having the information and record. Daeunts/ records in side the file were:
Referral Support Status, Attendance of Childrere{&chool), Monthly Progress Report
of ICDS Worker, Special Nutrition Status, Emergef@eding Register from April 2006

to March 2007.

ANALYSIS OF INFORMATION AND REDISTRIBUTION: Then 12 separate teams
were formed among the G.P. level Social Audit Mantdmbers to try and analyse the
information gathered from various sources. Aftemwsion of the information to
understandable local dialect and measurement waistnibuted to the villages for
analysis at their levels.

SHARING OF INFORMATION AND VERIFICATION AT FIELD: The next step
was sharing of the collected/analysed informatiath whe villagers. The G.P. level
Social Audit Munch members went to the villagesvasify the information with the
participation of various stake holders like benefies, PRI members and other
Community members.

This stage includes holding of large meeting, ptalsierification and case analysis.

Similarly, records were studied for violation ofrnts and guidelines of the ICDS
Programme. The information analysis covers two @spe
Service aspect:
Supplementary Nutrition;
Immunization;
Health Check-up;
Referral Services;
Non-formal Pre-school Education; and
Nutrition & Health Education.
System aspect:
- Demarcation of the ICDS area.
Selection of Anganwadi Workers
Location of the anganwadi
Issuance of contracts for supplies (such as toggyling machines etc.)
Establishment of system for service delivery fopamentary nutrition
programme (SNP)
Ensuring supply of food for SNP to the anganwadi
Implementation of SNP at the anganwadi
Supply of medicines to anganwadis
Provision of immunisation services
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Growth Monitoring
Conducting pre-school activities everyday

MEASURES TO BUILD CONFIDENCE: The members of Samajik Samikshy Manch
(Social Audit forum) made intense effort to instttnfidence among the members by a
team staying in the village itself and also by avimg team to control the external threat.
There was an apprehension of disturbing the Sduaiglit which was controlled at the
cost of consistent effort of the Manch members.

In a bureaucratic structure of Government, whem@pfgehave not dreamt of a peoples’
action, has certainly given rise to many questikes “Are we really powerful? Can we
guestion the Government officials?? Do we havetrighinspect government offices???
Can our decision be implemented????2..............

CONDUCTING THE SOCIAL AUDIT: On 18" June 2007, 1400 out of 3500 Gram
Sabha Members assembled in the premises Ratak@adn Panchayat Office for a
Gram Sabha for the Social Audit of ICDS in Ratalha@ram Panchayat in spite of a
shower rain. When the Sarapanch Mrs. Basanti Pacithald not feel confident about the
Gram Sabha rules and managing such a large gaghefiritizens, Naib Sarapanch
Mr.Nimain Bariha presided over the Gram Sabha. Waaimbers Mr. Pramod Bariha
from Dumerjharan, Mr. Braja Bhoi from Phalsamal, sMrNepura Bariha from
Dandapani, Mr. Radhesyam Naik and Mr. Damodara &iswom Taljuri have also
participated in the Gram Sabha. Bal Panchayat 8acipMaster Sushanta Bariha was
also among the panel.

On behalf of the president the meeting was fatddeby Mr. Minaketan Naik, president
of Samajik Samikshya Manch (Social audit forum). Kgjindra Bariha of village Babja
presented about the findings on implementationfandtioning of ICDS in the GP. Mr.
Motilal Bariha of village Taljuri presented aboubet findings of immunisation
programme in the GP area. Himanchala Meher ofgell@aljuri presented on the Special
Nutrition Programme status. Ms.Balmati Chhatri@sented the inspection of ICDS
center of babja and its finding. Testimonies on rfanctioning of village ICDS
committees, emergency feeding, SNP, Pre-schoolmtlyraferral support presented by
the individual victimized beneficiaries. 25 childrand women weighted at the meeting
and found under weight and malnourished. MS. PragniRani Barik, supervisor of
ICDS putted her clarification on the issues andcedathe agony of people when tried
suppress the people voice and analysis of community

At the end the following point resolute in the megt after declairation of the
chairperson.

Special Nutrition Programme: -The programme is not benefiting to the real beraies
and appropriate quantity in not being maintainifglevdistributing.

Immunisation: - There are irregularities in immunisation programroeildren being un-
covered some times. Pregnant women also not gettitigie immunisation facilities.
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Health check up: - Children and pregnant women not getting in timalihe checkup
services.

Referral support: - Malnourished child not identified properly thoudire issue is very
crucial in the area. All malnourished child are getting referral support and loosing their
lives.

Pre-schooling:Pre-schooling center are not functioning exceptaarger in Taljuri village.

Education on health and nutrition:-No women and adolescent girl getting proper eduoicat
services. Hardly one training programme for adaasa@irls in 3 centres organised by the
ICDS in last 3 year.

Emergency feedingifregularities in every centers. Only 2 centersvmhmg cooked food
rests are distributing rations. Register maintéif@ regular distribution but beneficiaries
don't about the support. Massive misappropriationnti in the schemes of checking
starvation death.

Decision:- It was decided finally to revisit the all findireg village level and action will be
taken by the peoples organisation and PRIs in d@tgun with the higher authority of
administration. Further collaborative effort wile haken by Anchalika Bikash samiti and
ICDS department for proper function of the programifihe meeting adjourned at 4.50 p.m.
with vote of tanks of the chair.

PRINCIPLES OF THE SOCIAL AUDIT: The Anchalik Vikash Samiti had designed
following set of principles to be followed in tha&@n Sabha for disciplined management
of the Social Audit which was declared at startlef Gram Sabha which was strictly
followed:

Every presentation must be with due permissiomefhair.

No mud throwing approach rather a cohesive approadt be followed.
Providing space to all stakeholders.

Developing a streamlining process.

FINDINGS & PRESENTATION:
Verification Activities through primary survey o€heficiaries revealed the following
which were presented in the gram Sabha:

1. Location of AWC - The location of all AWCs in Ratendi GP were not decided in
consultation with the community and they had naittew the locations were identified
and decided. This seems to be a problem since manyot conveniently located for
easy access for the villagers.

2. In two villages, Ratakhandi and Bagdungri locat@nAWC was decided by higher
authorities and in six others there was no awaseabsut how the location was decided
upon.
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3. Most were unaware about ICDS guidelines and sesyieguipment like PSE equipment

and weighing scales, medicine kits, even by conemithembers in two villagers.

In three villages the guidelines for SNP were maulglic through wall painting.

Stock registers were not maintained in all 12 AWCs.

Selection and appointment of the AWW — For appogrinhof Ratakhandi and Bagdungri

workers there was no advertisement about the vaoastt or about the qualifications

needed — in short no application was sought fromlifigd and interested candidates.

The process of appointment was not transparentnahdlone in consultation with the

community — applications were sought. In two g#a of Babja and Banipali two

workers were short listed for the post and the camity selected the women to become

AWW.

7. Selection and appointment of the AWH — similar bme. In all centers the helper was
decided by the worker herself without consultatiatih the community.

8. In one village of Taljuri, ICDS officials asked f@000 rupees to become an AWW.

9. Food Commiitee — In no village were people awareuabhe ‘food committees’ which
are officially designated to monitor ICDS servigdigery and functioning.

10. Supervisor doesn't visit the anganwadi or moniteiivery of ICDS services.

11.SNP is being used to pay daily wagers working f@ AWW for their personal work
instead of giving to ICDS beneficiaries.

12.ldentification of beneficiaries for SNP by the werkis not done as per guidelines and
she chooses people at her will.

13.In six villages of Dumerjharan, Dandapani, BelpBladipali, Tabalbanji and Bianrpali
children from 3-6 years are not given any SNP.

14.Malnourished children are not properly identifieddaleave out many malnourished
children. Moreover those identified are not gidiruble rations as per ICDS guidelines.

15. Distribution of THR (take home rations) is irregula

16.There are many irregularities in the distributidmeedicines. They are charged less but
made to sign on receipts which show higher valoeshie medicine taken.

17.Health checkups for children in need are not alségla

18. Although the ANM visits the AWC every month she dogot given immunization
services because there are not sufficient numbehitifren. Also when she comes she
comes late and goes early.

19.By the time the pregnant mothers come to the AW&Cdidctor and AN leaves.

20.As weighing machine is faulty in many AWC’s the gfimonitoring is not done
properly and where it is functioning it is usedateigh Mahua!

21.Growth Monitoring charts for children are not dissad with the mothers or shown to
them.

22.0ut of six villages, PSE is properly working onihyillage Taljuri.

23.Even if children are absent they have been markeskpt in the register.

24.Nutrition and Health Education Services are notléngented regularly.

25.Operation of AWC: In one AWC of Phalsamal the cemtins for 4 out of the designated
26 days. In two AWC of Babja and Ratakhandi it egpéor 6 days. Operation of 2
AWCs of banipali and Bagdungri is unknown. 5 BelgpBadipali, Bianrpali,
Dandapani, Tabalbanji and Dumerjharanout of 7 suibres never open.

26.In three AWCs of Taljuri, Babja and Phalsamal therBSE equipment and none in two
AWC'’s of Banipali and Ratakhnadi and in one AW Baigdungri is not known.

Usually Gram Sabhas were held to select the beneficiaries under different
Government schemes. And the practice in vogue is the Sabhas are called at a
short notice, which is presided over by a Sarpanch.

But the Gram Sabha held at Ratakhandi village on Monday is not the conventional
ha. As for the first time in Orissa, the Anchalik Vikas Parishad, Ratakhandi, held a social
-DS programme here. Integrated Child Development Scheme (ICDS) is an important
‘the Central Government that ensures food security of vulnerable people and improves
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, nutrition status of infants, pregnant women and provides immunisation, education to

The special Gram Sabha was presided over by the Naib Sarpanch Nimai Bariha and
was attended by ward members and Sarpanch of Bal Panchayat following the refusal of
the Sarpanch to cooperate with social audit.

Ratakhandi, Phalsamal, Dumerjharan, Dandapani, Badipali, Thiamdapali, Babaja,
Bagdunguri, Belpali, Taljuriand and Tabalbanji villages fall under the Ratakhandi
Panchayat.

The social audit process got underway after members of Samajik Samikshya Manch
(SSM) started collecting information on the position of ICDS at their panchayats
.However, collecting information was not an easy task, notwithstanding RTI act, says
Minketan Pradhan, president SSM. On applying for information to DSWO, we were
reportedly told; information will be provided only after consultation with the higher
authorities. However, thanks to District Collector RS Gopalan, whose intervention
facilitated quick flow of information, he added.

The social audit process revealed shocking irregularities in ICDS functioning like non-
opening of 5 of 7 seven sub-centres for a long period, use of defunct weighing machine,
arbitrary food distribution, irregular distribution of medicines, irregular functioning of pre-
school schemes, manipulation of attendance register to show more number of children
than the actual attending in different villages of the panchayat.

Even migrant children and old women were shown attending and receiving necessary
food benefits from the centres. Moreover, when only 10 children in one Anganwadi
centres attend, the official records show it as 21children. This shows how officials
manipulate the records, observed Uday Singh Thakur of the village.

The social audit is a welcome step as it brings to light many things, we would certainly
look into a genuine complaint and this would certainly go a long way in strengthening
the ICDS in the area, hoped in charge CDPO Pramila Ranjan Barik.

But the process was not a smooth one especially when irregularities were brought to
light, when hot exchange of words heated up the Sabha. And this led to forcible
assertion by Uma Shankar Sahu that this programme is not against any body and
according to Government circular-2002, social audit of all developmental schemes is
necessary for better delivery.

Since the social audit programme is being taken out in remote areas, it would go a long
way in better delivery of ICDS services in these areas. This social audit process also
revealed low awareness among people about the ICDS, and glaring irregularities at the
field level. Moreover, rather than confining to social audit of ICDS, let social audit of all
other development schemes be held, observed Rajkishore Mishra, State advisor to
Food Right Commissioner appointed by the Supreme Court of India.
