Summary of ‘action taken report’ from the Government of Chhattisgarh regarding the irregularities found during NREGA survey. The survey was carried out in Jashpur district (Bageecha block) from May 15-30, 2006 
Part I

On the issue of overall irregularities found in Natkela Panchayat, Mr. B.R.Sonwani, Junior Engineer, Rural Electrification works, has been suspended with effect from June 23, 2006. Further, he has been issued a notice to explain the reasons behind “false signatures” found in the muster roll for irregularities found in Maini Panchayat of the block.
Mr. S.F.Firdausi, Sub-divisional Officer, Rural Electrification Services, has been issued a notice to explain the reasons behind the irregularities found during the survey in Natkela Panchayat. He has also been issued a notice to explain the reasons behind entries of ‘false signatures’ found in the muster rolls of the Maini Panchayat.
Regarding irregularities found in Gurmakona Panchayat, Mr. Vijay Patel, Junior Engineer, has been issued a notice to notice to explain the reasons behind (i) non-payment of wages, and (ii) enteries not being made in the job cards in the works undertaken.
PART II

A letter has been issued by the District Collector (Jashpur) to all the concerned Sub-divisional officers highlighting the irregularities found in NREGA in Bageecha block of Jashpur, during a field visit by the Zilla Panchayat, CEO, Shri Dugge. The issues enumerated were as follows:
1. Supervision registers, muster rolls, drinking water facilities have not been made available by the implementing agencies.
2. Wage payments being made by the gram oanchayat and other agencies were not being entered in the job cards.

3. In most Gram Panchayats, job cards have not been distributed to the beneficiaries, rather they have been kept at the residence of the sarpanchs and sachivs.

4. Fake muster rolls have been prepared by some implementing agencies. Discrepancies such as fake Muster Rolls, multiple ‘present’ entries for a single individual in a single day, fake signatures etc have been found.

5. Delay in wage payments, for about 1-2 months have been noted in some panchayats.

6. As per the Chhattisgrah REGS, a copy of the Muster Rolls of the works undertaken by the Forest Department, PM Gram Sadak Yojana etc have to be provided to the Gram Panchayats after the completions of the works. But it has been noted that the departments are not providing these copies to the Gra Panchayat. This is a serious matter, and instructions in this case should be followed strictly.

7. Contractors are being hired to carry out most works

8. Entries in the Muster Rolls are not being read out in public.
The letter further states that these irregularities/violations are criminal in nature, and reflect the careless attitude of the implementing agencies. The letter warns the officers of administrative action against such irregularities.
In response to the letter, the departments of Water resources, RES, and many Janpad Panchayats have written saying that they are working towards correcting these irregularities pointed out.
