Venue and How to get there

Venue: St. John’s Seminary, Ramanthapur, Hyderabad, Tel. 271201427, 27200370

From Secunderabad Railway Station (Please get off the train at Secunderabad Railway Station.)
1. Please go to the 10th Platform of the Station and get out of the Station from that Gate.

2. You will need to take a left turn and walk for about 200 yards to the main road.

3. You will then reach the Chilkalguda Bus Stop. You can take the bus numbers 18 (ALL), 290, 90 A, 90K or 90L that go towards Uppal.

4. You will have to get off the bus at Uppal Cross Roads.

5. At Uppal Cross Roads take Bus Number 113 (ALL) and get down at Church Bus Stop which is the venue (St. John’s Regional Seminary). This is two stops from Uppal Cross Roads.

6. At Uppal Cross Roads, you could also take a seven seater auto rickshaw going towards Ramanthapur and get down at the St. John’s Regional Seminary. 
(At the gate of the venue there is a board that says “St. John’s Regional Seminary”. Anyone in the area will be able to guide to if you ask for “Ramanthapur Church)

OR

There are auto rickshaws at Secunderabad Raliway Station with traffic police assisting the passengers. It will cost around Rs. 80/ to reach St. John’s Regional Seminary.
