1. ORISSA
· A further meeting among the members who came for Convention.

· The future plan of action will be finalized after discussions within the organisations of the members present at the Convention on the issue of children’s right to food. 

· A parents mela will be conducted with the focus being on mothers’ participation in MDMs and ICDS

· A public hearing on MDMs and various gaps related to MDMs and ICDS to be conducted.
· Work on conducting social audits
· Use the media for creating awareness.

· Focus on more interaction between officials and parents.

· Start cycle rally, wall painting, street play to bring awareness among people and check corruption in MDMs
2. JHARKHAND
· Identify partner organizations
· Hold a preparatory meeting on 22/4/2006 at Ranchi with partner organizations and Anganwadi workers.

· Conduct a survey in some Panchayats
· Plan a State level 2 days Convention on children’s right to food in last week of May.

· Plan for district level one day conventions in different districts

· Conduct District and Regional Jathas in the month of September,2006, to culminate at Capital (Ranchi) on 2nd October 2006.

3. TAMIL NADU

The following will be the major demands of the campaign in Tamil Nadu, in relation to ICDS:

1. Cooking gas should be provided in Anganwadi Centres.

2. Monitoring Committee should be strengthened.

3. Job Security should be ensured for Anganwadi staffs.

4. Workload of the Anganwadi staffs should be diluted.

5. New Anganwadis should be set up in Dalit hamlets.

6. Vehicle facilities should be provided for pick up and drop of children.

7. No privatization of Anganwadi Centres should be allowed
8. Mobile ICDS centers should be set up

9. Staff strength of Anganwadi center should be increased. 

10. Toilet facilities should be provided.

11. Budget allocation for Anganwadi ICDS should be raised.

12. Minimum wages should be ensured for Anganwadi staffs.

All these demands can be summed up into the  following heads:

1. Universalisation

2. Quality

3. Community Monitoring

A Core Committee was formed at state level and members agreed to work in 11 districts of Tamilnadu besides further networking. The role of the Core Committee would be:
1. To collect available data both at Government and Community level within the next few weeks and come out with a primer.

2. To disseminate information collected, conduct survey and research tours to districts, and to initiate campaign and coordinate the works at District level Committees. The District Level Committees to be formed and work initiated within a few weeks time.

3. To formulate demands at state level and finalise the same after compiling the inputs of the District level Committees.

4. KERALA
1. Submit a detailed report in the Kerala Sasthra Sahitya Parishad (KSSP) State   Committee regarding the proceeding of the Convention.

2. Submit an action plan on the programmes regarding Anganwadi Divas and Bal      Adhiikar Yatra and will discuss in detail to formulate a programme.

3. Ensure participation of all democratic, secular organizations and Stakeholders in the programme.
4. Will ensure  participation of Local Self Government (PRIs) and Local Community

5.  To make the programme a success the following steps will be followed.

(a) State level Convention – formation of State level Coordination Committee.

(b) State level workshop – State level programme formation.

(c) District level convention—District level Coordination Committee.

(d) District level workshop--  District level programme 

(e) Panchayat and District level Assemblies/ Children’s Parliament.

(f) State level Assemblies/ Children’s Parliament

(g) Signature Campaign and participation in National Level Assembly.

6. Important documents, Posters, Songs brought out in connection with this Convention will be translated into regional language and widely distributed.
7. Regional Jathas highlighting Children’s Right to Food will be planned for.
5. ASSAM
1. Community Mobilization.

Create awareness among the community on issues related to right to food, especially on the Supreme Court orders. Through this involve the community in the campaign for children’s right to food. To do this, the following activities will be taken up:
i) Working among the various leaders of the Community.

ii) Awareness camps in the villages.

iii) Public Rally—on ICDS, MDMS and related Supreme Court Orders.

iv) Publicity through poster, handbills and distribution of pamphlets related to ICDS maternity entitlement.

v) Networking with other organizations.

vi) Anganwadi workers meeting.

2. Collection of ICDS data through RTI from CDPO/ district authorities.

3. Formation of Pressure Group.

4. PIL in the Guwahati High Court.

6. RAJASTHAN

The team felt as the representation from Rajasthan at the Convention was low there was a need to have a larger State level meeting with other NGOs, organisations and individuals.

PLAN OF ACTION:

1. State level meeting by end of May 2006.

Objectives of this meeting:  
· Training on issues of ICDS, MDM and other Social Security Schemes.

· Information/sharing of National Children’s Right to Food Convention.

· Strategy and action plans for State to be decided by the State group.

· Right to Information / Tsunami’s and surveys will be used for initial start of work.

2. Public hearing on MDMs by June- July. Issues to be addressed:
· Dalit cooks –reservation 

· Kitchen Sheds/ Increase Kitchen.

· Nutrition and quality of food.

3. Conduct an initial survey on the status of ICDS in the poverty packets of Rajasthan.

4. Budget tracking – on allocation and spending on ICDs and MDM. Also analysis of Rajasthan vis-à-vis  a Tamilnadu  and Andhra.

7. GUJARAT

1. 12 districts of Gujarat were represented at the Convention. All the participants decided to go back and mobilize, sensitise others in these districts about some of the critical issues that were discussed at the Convention:
· Universalisation of ICDS eg: In some parts of  Gujarat AWC’s have already been allotted (eg: 90 new AWC’s in sakaratha)
· Insisting privatization.

· Control monitoring by community.

· Children’s food rights and migration.

· Improve nutritional component of ICDS/MDM local food grains, local procurement of food grain.

· Maternity entitlements financial allocations
2. In order to take stock of all Right to Food Campaign processes a meeting of representatives of all partners to be held on 2nd May 2006.  Detailed Action Plan will be made at this meeting vis-à-vis.

· Bal Adhikar yatra tentative dates 15th – 30th June (with school Admission campaign) or in October-November

· Regional representatives to take coordination/steering responsibility in different regions, and communicate with Gujarat Central Secretariat (it is a campaign secretariat and there is no formal central funding).

3. Take sample of at least 10 villages in every district represented, to chart the situation of child food rights and maternity entitlements as per RTF/Anna Suraksha Adhikar Abhiyan formats for surveys.  

4. ASAA (Gujarat) Secretariat to seek help from other RTF partners for Media Plan/Campaign + Advocacy, ie., response from Commissioners, Chief Secretary etc.,

8. CHHATTISGARH 
1) Monitoring committees of parents at village level will be promoted.

2) Use RTI to take out information and then do social audit.

3) Survey on functioning of ICDS and MDM and malnutrition (including weighing).  Special Focus on PTGs.

4) Ensure new ICDS centers are opened first in PTG hamlets.

5) Conduct regular meetings of groups working on RTF in Chhattisgarh.

6) Hold a workshop in Chhattisgarh on ICDS, MDMs, RTF and EGA.  First meeting to plan the workshop to be held on 2nd May.

7) Campaign through wall writings, meetings, pamphlets.

9. MAHARASHTRA 

1. Anganwadi Divas: Plan for anganwadi diwas on October 2nd as it was the day when ICDS was initiated.
Objectives of the Divas:
· Making people aware of the scheme.

· Highlighting the lacunae with the scheme.

· Planning over demands

· Generate community participation.

During the Anganwadi Divas the following activities are to be carried out:
· Exhibition     -
Supreme Court Order

· Insisting government officials’ participation

· Giving food cooked in the Anganwadi.

· Rallies around the village highlighting the various issues.

· Workshops

· Wall painting

2. Conduct district level consultations on issues related to ICDS in the next 3 weeks.

3. Plan a state level consultation of Right to Food Campaign, Maharashtra, within the next 1 ½ months. 
4. Constantly be in touch with the local level media and work towards consistent publicity of all these programmes.

5. Plan for a Bal Adhikar Yatra. The detailed planning for this to be done in the State level convention as more groups required to implement it. The pre-yatra activities would include:

· Street Plays to bring about sensitivity
· Conduct local level researches to highlight issue in ICDS.
· Preparing a manifesto related to the rights of children in ICDS.

10. KARNATAKA 
1. Karnataka Action Group (KAG) will translate the primers on ICDS and MDM &     S.C. orders into Kannada.  A Sub-committee will take up the issue of getting     suitable publishers for the same.
2. KAG will disseminate the primers to grassroots groups and people through various movements, NGO’s and their networks.
3. Many of Paras para (Right to Food Campaign) will call for a meeting to share information on this Hyderabad consultation with other groups and networks in Karnataka working on right to food, children’s issues, etc., and chalk out a way forward to be pursued in Karnataka.
4. A study of the existing conditions of ICDS centers in the areas of work if the groups present here from Bidar, Belgaum, Kolar, Gulbarga, Davanagere and Bangalore urban and Bellar districts will be taken up.  A common format for the study will be prepared by Harish of ‘guri’.  Study will focus on following issues:
a) Populations of 0-3, 3-6 children’s, adolescent girls, pregnant and lactating mothers will be enumerated and compared with the number getting the services.

b) Study samples of ICDS food to quality and quantity of proteins, fats, etc., by those groups capable of taking up this aspect.

c) Study the accessibility of ICDS center as per distance norms + no. of habitations.

d) Study the infrastructure of each ICDS center and compare with requirement.

e) Obtain information under RTI regarding the schemes available under ICDS center and compare with their actual implementation.  

f) Training on use of RTI will be conducted to empower all groups by paraspara of Right to Food Campaign.

g) District Development plans being prepared under auspices to District Collector will be studied.

h) Enumeration of disabled children will be included in the study format.  

i) No.of girls out of school in order to look after younger siblings in the family will be also enumerated.

j) G.P. level data or ICDS center based data on IMR, MMR, malnourished children will be cross – checked with a actual data by those capable of doing it.

5.
A public hearing at GP level will be held by each of the participating groups and one state- level hearing will be held consolidating the study.  GP level public hearing will be held on World Food Day on October 6.

6.  Conditions of free government hostels such as Navodaya, Morarji, BC/M, Social  Welfare Hostels, aided hostels etc., in terms of food and nutrition of children to be looked into.
7.   A study will be done on various community participation models for MDM Scheme including burdens on teachers, effect on attendance, drop outs quality of food and social discrimination by the groups present here. Shankar Narayan of Right to Food Campaign – Karnataka will prepare the format   of the study.  Study will be done in July. Children’s voices on MDM will be included in the Study.
8. Public hearing on MDM will be integrated with the one in ICDS at G.P.level.
9. State level public hearing on MDM will be integrated with the state level public hearing on ICDS.
10. Karnataka group will show solidarity and support with the national campaign in  whatever way possible.  Convey the findings of Karnataka group to the national   group + disseminate national level information to local groups.

11. UTTAR PRADESH
1. The issue of organization of Bal Adhikar Yatra in U.P was mainly discussed.  It was decided that the yatra would touch northern districts of U.P.  
2. An organizational meeting was planned for May 5th to form a larger group in U.P.  
3. An Anganwadi day was also discussed.  The dates and events would be discussed in the same meeting.


12. ANDHRA PRADESH
1. Campaign issues:
· There should be an act covering all the rights of children in the 0-6 age group as fundamental right and right to life.
· There should be universal coverage of ICDS including all children of each habitation with special efforts to include physically and mentally challenged children, migrant children, children subjected to social discrimination – both rural and urban areas and HIV/AIDS infected/affected children

· AWCs should be strengthened. It must be ensured that all supplies are available.  This includes even conditions of Anganwadi Centers, Anganwadi workers and other staff.

· There must be a separation of workers for children in 0-3 age group and those in 3-6 age group.

· Compulsory Birth Registration and Birth Certificates must be ensured, a Child – Service Card must be provided.

· Insistence on protection of women’s rights and maternity benefits.

· Extension of AWC hours till 6.oo pm (from 8 AM).

· Strengthen support structure through Parents Committees, involvement of gram Sabha and Community mobilization programmes.

2. Campaign strategies
· Inclusion of AWWs in the campaign.

· Involvement of political elected representatives of all parties by contacting them.

· Hold District conventions and bring pressure on Government. The organisations present took on the responsibility of conducting the campaign in different districts of the state based on their present area of work
· A State level consultations and review of the campaign to be held in mid July.

13. DELHI
1. Bal Adhikar Yatra

Objectives:
· Focus will be on the rights of the children in the age group 0-6 years.
· Focus will be on demolished / relocated communities and its repercussions on       children’s rights.
· Will also highlight the issue of ‘maternity entitlements’.

Planning and Time-Frames

This will be carried out in two phases:

(i)
Mobilisation of community / Planning Sept 26 to October 2,

(ii) Bal Adhikar Yatra – October 26 to November, 10.

Route Planning / Possible areas

The co-ordination committee will identify the areas / colonies after discussions with other networks and NGO’s of Delhi.  The four broad zones are – North, South, East and West.
14. MADHYA PRADESH

1. Translate all available material into Hindi

2. Consolidate data at the regional and district level

3. Interaction and dialogue for Advocacy with;

· Commissioners (Supreme Court)

· Media

· Elected representatives

4. Support group formation for helping the grass root area organizations / workers / Community for raising the issues (ICDS /MDM).
