Dear Shri S Ragunathan
I would like to bring to your notice the complaint received from a group of women from Madanpur Khadar (blocks A1, A2 and B1) regarding the failure of the state government to provide Anganwadi centres where urgently required. 

These women have been demanding an ICDS centre for their children since September 2003. They have approached the authorities on this issue (details enclosed) and also met the CDPO in March 2004,  (situated in Lajpat nagar, ref no. 10.3.04/99 for request forwarded by ministry of social welfare) but were told that there were no funds for sanctioning new centers.

The above mentioned area contains 4374 households and 400 children under the age of six and easily fulfills the criteria set as per ICDS Guidelines and the Supreme Court Order.  I request you to look into the issue and send me a reply on the action taken at the earliest.
