This is with regard to the above cited media report which appeared in ‘The Telegraph’ on 15 March 2005 regarding irregularities and corruption in the implementation of the ICDS in East Singhbhum district in your state. 

The report states that essentials earmarked for the ICDS find their way to the open market, that anganwadi centres have been found to rarely function and that supplementary nutrition for children, adolescent girls and expectant and nursing mothers is rarely provided. 

Since the matters brought forth in the report are of serious import, I request you to undertake an investigation at the earliest. Further, although the report is written with regard to ICDS implementation in East Singhbhum district I urge you to take measures to check these problems in on a statewide basis. 

I request your action taken report within the next two weeks and also request you to urgently send information sought in my letter number statusimpliICDS/267/allStates dated 20 January 2005, to which I have not received a response so far.
