Bhopal 30th November 2006 - 14 days Rozgar Guarantee Samvad Yatra has been flagged off by Shri Narendra Singh Tomar – Minister for Panchayat Affairs and Rural Development by the chief guest of the inaugural sameelan. The yatra is a joint effort of Madhyanchal Forum and CASA. Madhyanchal Forum is a multistake holder platform of more than 100 NGOs taking up issues concerning human rights and poverty alleviation in the state. CASA - a National level NGO working in 22 states and 7000 villages for the upliftment of the poor and the marginalised. The pad yatra will take place in all the 18 districts of M.P where NREGA has been implemented. The objective of this Yatra is to build awareness on NREGA and RTI. The yatra would also focus on situational analysis, will conduct social audit and will submit a recommendation based on the situational analysis to the government. It aims at strengthening the whole implementation process. 
Prior to the commencement of the Yatra an inaugural session was organized at Rabindra Bhawan. The session witnessed the participation of an overwhelming 600 people from all the 18 NREGA implemented districts of M.P. The session was addressed by – Minister for Panchayat Affairs and Rural Development - Shri Narendra Singh Tomar – He expressed his gratitude to Madhyanchal Forum and CASA for organizing this event. He also stated that the rally is first of its kind in M.P. and the outcome and findings from the whole process would provide learning and would also help in bridging the gaps and strengthening the implementation. Mr. Wasim Akthar – Secretary For Panchayat and Rural Development assured full support of the government in the whole process and also suggested a consultation as a wrap up to share and discuss the outcomes and the findings. The session also witnessed persuasive, influential and informative addresses by Shri M.L.Yadav Secretary Madhyanchal Forum, Shri Jayant Kumar Head Of Programmes from CASA, New Delhi, other eminent guests were Shri Yogesh Rathore Zonal Coordinator Jan Abhiyan Parishad along with Shri Sureshwar and Shri Deepak Mishra also form Jan Abhiyan Parishad. The chief guest Shri Narendra Singh Tomar ji and other eminent guests also released IEC material comprising of cassettes, CDs, posters and pamphlets on NREGA. The campaign will highlight the following issues are - registration as worker and receiving a job card, Applying for and receiving work, Ensuring peoples participation and control over the planning process, Organization of the worksite and measurement of work, Payment of wages or payment of unemployment allowance, Social audit after the work is completed and Monitoring of the complaint and redressal machinery. It would be a massive movement to aware people about rules and provision and clear their doubts, queries, and apprehensions simultaneously. A group of 30 people will go across the districts to visit the selected villages and more than 200 rural people will be joining the Sambad Yatra in the form of Rally at each district of campaign villages. After a two day preparatory meeting and orientation programme of the group, they will visit worksites/villages with primarily two objectives in mind. One would be spreading awareness about the NREGA through various modes and the second would be collection of information from the worksites & villages about the actual implementation of the provisions as per the NREGA Guidelines. The group will carry a checklist of essential entitlements of works and attempt will be made to immediately redress their   grievances by informing the district administration. During the Sambad Yatra information dissemination will be done through wall writing, poster display and pamphlets distribution along with the rally. A communication team will be giving messages and sharing information on NREGA through skit play, puppet show and songs. After the rally, Aam Sabha will be organized at commonplace and people will be addressed. Madhyanchal Forum and CASA also extend its invitation to everyone to join and participate in this event and contribute towards the success of this process.
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
