1. Delay in wage payments (Financial Year 2008- 2009)

a. Ghata ka Gaon: 2 Muster Rolls completed but no payments as yet. Apparently the payments are to be made through Kharagdah Mini Bank, but the accounts have not been opened as yet.

b. Jethana: 2 Muster Rolls completed but no payments as yet. Apparently the payments are to be made through Bhilura Mini Bank, but the accounts have not been opened as yet. The cheque for the first Muster Roll, completed on April 15, reached the bank only on May 10. The cheque for the second Muster Roll had also arrived at the bank.

2. Worksite Facilities

a. Ghata ka Gaon: Absence of tent and crèche at the worksite. Also, some medicines had       crossed the expiry date.

b. Jethana: Absence of tent and crèche at the worksite. The Panchayat had not provided the water pot. The workers had arranged for it on their own. There was no board either.

c. Ghada jhumji: Absence of tent and crèche at the worksite. Apparently, the tents had arrived at the Panchayat but they had not been supplied to the worksite. The Panchayat had not provided the water pot. The workers had arranged for it on their own. There was no board either.

d. Tamatia: Absence of tent and crèche at the worksite. The Panchayat had not provided the water pot. The workers had arranged for it on their own. Also, some medicines had crossed the expiry date.

3. Job Cards

a. Ghata ka Gaon: The Job Cards were all with the Mate permanently.

b. Jethana: The Job Cards were all with the Mate permanently. There were several instances of two or more nuclear families having the same Job Card.

c. Selota: The Job Cards were all with the Mate permanently. There were several occurrences of over-writing and use of whitener in the Job Card registration notebook with the Panchayat. There were several instances of two or more nuclear families having the same Job Card.

d. Ghada jhumji: The Job Cards were all with the Mate. There were gross irregularities in the Job Cards. There were several occurrences of over-writing and use of whitener. The payment column was generally empty and the signature of the authority making the payment was missing in almost all Job Cards for the last two years - 2006 and 2007. There were several instances of two or more nuclear families having the same Job Card.

e. Tamtia: There were several occurrences of over-writing and use of whitener. The payment column was generally filled but the signature of the authority making the payment was missing in almost all Job Cards for 2007.
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
