FINANCE AND ACCOUNTS

The Rozgar Adhikar Yatra is committed to full transparency in financial matters.

The Yatra is financed from individual donations in rupees with no strings attached.  A “chanda” (collection of donations from the public) started in Delhi on 1 May 2005 and is expected to continue until the Yatra completes its journey at the end of June.  Details of the collections will be posted on this website in due course (see also below for an initial list of acknowledgements).

Aside from collecting donations from the public, the Yatra will be accepting local hospitality from activist organisations on the way.  It is hoped that some of these organisations will also be able to make a contribution to diesel costs.

BUDGET

At the first preparatory meeting on 1 April, a tentative budget was prepared.  The total cost of the Yatra was anticipated at Rs 3 lakhs or so.  About half of this was collected before the departure of the Yatra.  For the rest, the Yatra is a leap of faith in the generosity of the public.

The total cost of Rs 3 lakhs amounts to Rs 6,000 per day or so.  The breakdown of this anticipated cost is roughly as follows:

The cost of “permits and taxes” may end up being higher or lower than the anticipated Rs 500 per day, depending on the possibility of obtaining “exemptions” from the concerned state governments.
