Rojgar Adhikar Yatra to arrive

in Maharashtra on May 21.

Taloda: The nationwide Rojgar Adhikar Yatra (RAY), undertaken by an alliance of various people’s movements, demanding `Right to Work’ to be enshrined in the Constitution of India, would arrive in Maharashtra from Gujrat on May 21. Local organisations including the Punarvasan Sangharsh Samiti have organised rallies, morchas and discussion on the issue of employment as part of the yatra on May 21 and 22. 

The organisations are demanding `Right to Work’ to be enshrined in the constitution. Another important factor the rally is highlighting is the proposed bill on employment guarantee and the shortcomings in it. The bill limits the right employment opportunity to one member of a family and also does not have any special provision for women. The RAY has been organised to highlight these issues and awaken the people.

The Punarvasan Sangharsh Samiti, though broadly in consensus with these issues, has also been focussing Right to Work, which should be sustainable. It is in this respect that the PSS and Loksamanway Pratishthan have been stressing on the link between Right to Work and land reforms and also the rights over natural resources. The enshrinement of the Right to Work would be an important milestone in the struggle. However, the PSS feels that this right would remain ineffectual till it is linked to land reforms. Therefore, while welcoming the Rojgar Adhikar Yatra, joining hands with the participants in demanding the enshrinement of Right to Work, the Punarvasan Sangharsh Samiti would like to draw the attention of the participants to this aspect with reference to the areas where the Punarvasan Sangharsh Samiti is working – Nandurbar district. 

Hundreds of organisations are taking part in the RAY nationwide. It would be reaching Rajpipla in Gujrat on May 20. The yatra would arrive at Sagbara close to the Maharashtra-Gujrat border. A morcha would be taken out on the block office there and a rally would take place. Jean Dreeze, member of the National Advisory Council, Annie Raja, D. Prempati, Pradeep Prabhu, Ambarish Rai, Prof. H. M. Desarda would address the rally. The RAY would then enter Maharashtra and a rally and public meeting would be held at Akkalkuwa at 4.00 in the evening. All the dignitaries above would address the same. 

The yatra reach Nandurbaron May 22. Punarvasan Sangharsh Samiti, Narmada Bachao Andolan, Janarth, Loksamanway Pratishthan and Janseva have come together in organising these programmes in Nandurbar. Organisers have called upon the general public to attend the rally and consolidate the movement. The day would begin with a discussion with organisations and activists from the region. Representatives from 40-50 organisations would take part in the discussions, including Jean, Medha Patkar, Suresh Gavli, and Ambarish Rai. A rally would be held on May 22 at 11.00 in morning. After the rally an interaction session with press would be held in Nadurbrar. A meeting with the government officials would follow this. Divisional Commissioner of Nashik and District Collector Nandurbar would participate in the meeting to discuss the employment scenario in the district.
