
HAR HATH KO KAM DO, KAM KO PURA DAM DO!

Rozgar Adhikar Yatra (May-June 2005)

More than five decades ago, a solemn promise was made in the Indian constitution: work for all and life with dignity.  For fifty-eight years that promise has remained unfulfilled.

The aim of this Yatra is to affirm the right to work as an aspect of the fundamental right to live with dignity.  In particular we demand the immediate adoption of a full-fledged Employment Guarantee Act.  The Act must:

· Be universal (guarantee employment to every adult);

· Be irreversible (no possibility of withdrawing the guarantee);

· Be unrestricted (no limit on the number of days of work);

· Ensure payment of the statutory minimum wage;
· Extend to the whole of India;

· Ensure equal wages and equal participation of women 
The National Rural Employment Guarantee Bill 2004 does not meet any of these, and falls far short of the commitment made by the UPA government.  We demand a full-fledged Employment Guarantee Act that incorporates all the above demands.
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
