This Primer presents and discusses the key provisions of the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act 2005 (NREGA), in a simple question-answer format.

(2) Supreme Court Orders on the Right to Food: A Tool for Action

This Primer presents a convenient summary of Supreme Court orders on the right to food (PUCL vs Union of India and Others, Writ Petition [Civil] 196 of 2001).  It also helps you to understand and use these orders. The full text of the Court orders is given in an Appendix.

(3) Midday Meals: A Primer
Every child who goes to primary school is entitled to a nutritious, cooked “midday meal”. This booklet discusses why midday meals are important, and what we can do to ensure that every child actually gets a nutritious midday meal every day.

(4) ICDS: Universalization with Quality
The Supreme Court has directed the government to ensure that every hamlet has an anganwadi, and that every child under the age of six has access to all ICDS services.  This Primer explains why “universalization with quality” is so important to protect the fundamental rights of children under six, and discusses what we can do to make it happen.
