Rally of Unorganized Sector Workers at Parliament

This circular in further to our circular dated 18th February 2005 along with which a copy of Petition was enclosed for translation. Joint Action committee of unorganized sector workers has translated the same in Tamil and started the signature campaign in its preparation to participate in the Rally. We are enclosing a Hindi translation of the Petition.

Preparation for 5th May Rally at Delhi, Signature Campaign in various States in going on at full swing. In this connection a National consultation was organized by NCL at Delhi on 2nd and 3rd March 2005 which decided to participate in the 5th May Rally. NCL meeting proposed to form a common platform for the unorganized workers right. However it was agreed that such a platform will be formed only after the May Rally in which NCL will participate. The meeting also discussed the two Bills prepared by Sh. R.K.A. Subramania and Shri Sharat Babu and referred it to a Committee on 4th January 2005.  A delegation met the Labour Minister Sh. K. Chandershakher Rao along with Shri MD Mistry, M.P. who gave a patient hearing to the entire delegation. A copy of the Petition to parliament along with in invitation to the 5th May 2005 Rally was given to the Labour Minster. A draft of the Bill, on which the process of obtaining the consensus of SEWA  and Central Trade Unions is going on, was also submitted to the Labour Minister.

A Cycle Rally of twelve cyclists is starting for a Cycle Rally form Maharashtra on 20th March 2005 to Delhi. Baba Saheb Ambedkar had started the Pani Mukti Andolan for Maharashtra on 20th march 1926. There can not be a better way of celebrating the landmark event of dalit mukti movement as most of the unorganized sector workers consist of dalits. The Rally will pass through Maharashtra, Madhaya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Haryana and reach Delhi on 5th May 2005. The exact route of Rally (with tentative dates) will be communicate to those who will like to accompany the Rally to some distance. All the organizations in this region are requested to facilitate meetings of unorganized sector workers when the Rally Cyclist arrives in your area. Dr. Baba Adhav will accompany this Cycle Rally form Maharastra to Delhi.

We request you to please inform us:

1. How many signatures you are likely to collect on the Petition to Parliament.
2.  How many participants are likely to participate in5th May 2005 Rally form your organization
3. How much contribution you can organize and send us for Rally, Accommodation for outstation Participants at Delhi.
4. Names of the Members of Parliament and State Legislative Assembly whom you can meet in his /her constituency to seek his support for the unorganized sector workers Bill.
A detailed circular giving the preparation during last one month and tentative budget of Delhi will be sent to you shortly.
