MDMS IN BIHAR

1. Cooked meals to be served in all primary schools, aided schools, alternate schools (EGS)

2. Cooked food will be served on 20 days / month for 10 months

3. Food should contain 300 Cals 8-12 gms protein required.

4. Expenditure norm: 1. 64 per child per day

5. Transportation

Rs. 75/quintal will be given Bihar Rajya Kadhya Nigam

Rs. 50 if it the civil supplies corporation sends it to a nearby by godown and Rs. 25 / quintal will be given to the block authorities or to the school if it is to be taken by them up to the school.

6. FCI will allocate 100 gms per child per day to each school for a maximum of 200 days.

7. State nodal agency

DHRD will appoint a nodal officer.  At the district level district officers (zilla pada-adhikari) will be appointed for monitoring.

8. Each school will have a shiksha samiti
 for overseeing the mdms.  If this is not formed, the gram panchayat will oversee the scheme.

9. Teachers will not be involved in the job of collecting food-grains or preparing them.  The role of teachers will be to check the quality of food before serving and to distribute food among children.

10. Allocation and off-take

10.1 By December 10 of each year, the District officers should send the monthly requirement to DHRD for next year.  This will be based on the enrolment on September 30 of the year and the anticipated enrolment in the next year.  This figure will be used by Bihar Government to demand allocations from GoI for the next academic year.

10.2 By Jan 15 MHRD (GoI) will be given the district-wise requirement.

10.3 By 28 February of each year GoI should make the allocation for next academic year 

10.4 DHRD will inform each district officer when allocation is made by GoI.

10.5 District officer will inform of the allocation to each school to FCI.

10.6 The Bihar Civil Supplies will collect grains from FCI and distribute it to the schools.  The allocation for a particular month will be distributed to the school in the a previous month itself.

10.7 FCI should give at least FAQ grains.  

10.8 The district officer should check that grains are at least FAQ.  Inspection will be done by a team comprising of one person appointed by FCI and the district officer of his representative.

11. Steering Cum Monitoring Committee

A committee will be formed to ensure that the MDM programme is conducted uninterruptedly.  To do this, they have to ensure that: conversion costs come on time, grains reach on time, resepective agency for each school arrange ingredients and store them, kitchen arrangements, etc.  The committee is responsible to arrange and monitor these arrangements.  

The work of the committee include:  to evaluate how the programme is doing, if children are getting adequate and good quality food, to see how effective the scheme is in improving nutrition and attendance.

12. Fundamental structure

12.1 Kitchen shed to be constructed by SGRY in rural areas and National slum development programme in Urban areas/ shehari mazdoori niyojan (UWEP) in urban areas.

12.2 Drinking water twarit grammeeen jal apoorti karekram (Accelerated Rural Water Supply Programme/ swa jal dhara/ lok swasthya abhiyantran vibagh).

12.3 Vessels (bartan aur upkaran) and other equipment: to be taken from the Rs. 2000 provided for each school under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan to each school.

13. Quality, hygiene and safety

13.1 Cooking should be away from classes and they should be well ventilated.

13.2 Grains and other ingredients should be stored carefully. 

13.3 Try to ensure that the choola does not cause any smoke.

13.4 Ensure that Dal, rice and other ingredients [do not] get mixed.

13.5 Store grains and other materials in good vessels (uchit bartan).

13.6 The Cook should be hygienic.

13.7 Vessels should be cleaned daily.

14. Deworming and micronutrient supplementation

14.1 Once in six months deworming and Vitamin A supplementation will be given

14.2 Iron & folic acid supplementation will be given weekly

14.3 Keeping in mind the needs of the region additional supplementary nutrition to be given.

15. Finances

15.1 Allocation of conversion costs should be made by GoI by May-June for July-December and by Nov-Dec for Jan-June. 

15.2 Director primary education will allocation finances to the District Education Officers.

15.3 DEO will distribute the money to each school with the help of district officer to the school education committee.

16. Bihar shiksha pariyojana parishad will give district-wise information on lifting to primary and adult education department (by 10th of each month), which will relay it to MHRD by 15th of each month.

17. Progress report and utilisation certificate

17.1 Each DEO will give the report to Dir. Primary education on monthly lifting by 3rd of each month. Quarterly reports will also be given according to the formats give by MHRD.

17.2 Utilisation certificates should be given according to MHRD specification by 7 June of each year relating to off-take of grain, conversion cost (by 7 Sept). 

� Note: depending on the size of the school, there should be a helper.  Further there is no mention that all cooks should be women, and no reservation for Dalits.
