Dungarpur Padyatra

Rozgar Evam Suchna Ka Adhikar Abhiyan of Rajasthan is organizing an innovative mass social audit of NREGA works in Dungarpur District of Rajasthan.  Upto 1000 participants from across the country will do a social audit across the district in a period of ten days.  This bold new approach will combine tremendous mobilization along with use of right to information.  About 500 local participants will work with an equal number of participants from other parts of the country in the social audit.  This is an excellent opportunity for volunteers to learn the methods of doing social audits.

Grassroots groups in Rajasthan have been able to combat corruption in employment programmes significantly using social audits.  The mass social audit will try to demonstrate that people can competently participate, control and successfully monitor not just in small pockets, but in an entire district.  

Volunteers from all parts of India are invited to participate in the mass social audit.  Volunteers are required to come for the whole duration starting 15 April till 26 April.  Working knowledge of Hindi would be helpful, other participants are encouraged to make their own translation arrangements.  

The whole activity will be carried out on a non-funded volunteer basis. It is expected that people will arrange for their own travel, and local hosting will be low cost and organized by the Abhiyan.
